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Zahiriiddin Muhammed Babiir (1483—-1530); askeri lider, sair ve devlet adami
kimligiyle Fergana, Afganistan ve Hindistan cografyasinda belirleyici bir tarihi
rol iistlenmis, 1526°da Hindistan’da kurdugu Babiirlii Devleti ile uzun 6miirlii bir
hanedan geleneginin temelini atmistir. Babast Omer Seyh Mirza vasitasiyla Emir
Timur’a, annesi Kutlug Nigadr Hanim vasitasiyla Cengiz Kagan’a uzanan soyu,
Babiir’iin siyasi mesruiyet anlatisinda da 6nemli bir yer tutar. 1483’te Andican’da
dogan Babiir, 1494’te Fergana yonetimini devralmig; bolgedeki giic dengeleri-
nin degismesi iizerine 1504—1526 yillar1 arasinda Kabil merkezli bir hakimiyet
kurmus; nihayet 1526’da Hindistan’a yonelerek Panipat zaferiyle yeni bir siyasi
diizenin kapisini aralamistir. Babiir’{in miras1 yalnizca kurucu hiikiimdarlikla si-
nirlt degildir. Bagta Babiirname olmak iizere edebi, ilmi ve teknik nitelikte eserler
birakmig; Cagatay Tiirkgesiyle kaleme aldigi metinleriyle Tiirk dili ve edebiyati
acisindan da secgkin bir birikim ortaya koymustur. Babiirlii Devleti ise Humayun,
Ekber Sah, Cihangir, Sah Cihan ve Evrengzib gibi hiikiimdarlar doneminde yo-
netimden askeriyeye, hukuk diizeninden iktisadi yapilara, sehirlesmeden bilim ve
sanata kadar ¢ok genis bir alanda etkisini siirdiirmiis; 1858’e kadar devam eden bir
imparatorluk tecriibesi iiretmistir. Tiirkiye Bilimler Akademisi (TUBA), Babiir’iin
Hindistan’da iktidara gelisinin 500. y1l doniimii (1526-2026) vesilesiyle “Babiir
Sah ve Miras1” baslikli bir eser hazirligin1 baslatmaktadir. Bu kapsamda, daha
once yiiriitiilen “Cengiz Han ve Miras1” ile “Emir Timur ve Miras1” ¢aligmalarinda
oldugu gibi, editor heyetinin teskili ve ¢ekirdek bir ¢aligma grubunun olusturulma-
st hedeflenmektedir. Bu ¢ercevede diizenlenecek “Babiir Sah ve Mirasi Calistay1”,
Babiir ve Babiirlii Devleti’ni siyaset, teskilat, dig politika, tarih, ekonomi, bilim
ve sanat basta olmak {izere farkli acilardan ele alacak; hazirlanacak eserin igerik
cercevesi ile yazar kadrosunun belirlenmesine zemin saglayacaktir. Calistayin ar-
dindan editor heyeti, belirlenen plan dogrultusunda ¢aligmanin takibini yiiriiterek
eserin yayima hazirlanmasi siirecini koordine edecektir.
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Zahir al-Din Muhammad Babur (1483-1530), a military leader, poet, and states-
man, played a decisive historical role across the regions of Fergana, Afghanistan,
and India. With the establishment of the Mughal Empire in India in 1526, he laid the
foundations of a long-lasting dynastic tradition. His lineage—tracing back to Timur
(Tamerlane) through his father, ‘Umar Shaykh Mirza, and to Chinggis Khan through
his mother, Qutlugh Nigar Khanum—also occupies an important place in Babur’s
narrative of political legitimacy. Born in Andijan in 1483, Babur assumed the rule
of Fergana in 1494; following shifts in the regional balance of power, he established
a Kabul-centred polity between 1504 and 1526; and, in 1526, turned toward India,
where his victory at Panipat opened the way to a new political order. Babur’s legacy
is not confined to his role as a founding ruler. He produced works of literary, scholar-
ly, and technical character—most notably the Baburnama—and, through texts com-
posed in Chagatai Turkic, contributed a distinguished corpus to Turkic language and
literature. The Mughal Empire, in turn, sustained its influence across a wide range
of domains—administration, the military, the legal order, economic structures, ur-
ban development, and the sciences and arts—under rulers such as Humayun, Akbar,
Jahangir, Shah Jahan, and Aurangzeb, culminating in an imperial experience that
endured until 1858. On the occasion of the 500th anniversary of Babur’s accession to
power in India (1526-2026), the Turkish Academy of Sciences (TUBA) is initiating
preparations for a volume entitled Babur Shah and His Legacy. In this context, and
in a manner comparable to the earlier projects Chinggis Khan and His Legacy and Ti-
mur and His Legacy, it is envisaged that an editorial board will be constituted and a
core working group established. The “Babur Shah and His Legacy Workshop” to be
convened within this framework will examine Babur and the Mughal Empire from
multiple perspectives, including politics, institutions, foreign policy, history, econo-
mics, science, and the arts. It will provide the basis for defining the volume’s thema-
tic scope and for identifying its roster of contributors. Following the workshop, the
editorial board will oversee the project in line with the agreed plan and coordinate the
process of preparing the manuscript for publication.
