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TAKDIM

Bir ressamin fir¢a darbeleri ile olusturdugu sanat eseri misali yine firca darbeleri ile giin yiiziine ¢ikan tasinir ve taginmaz
kiiltiir varliklar1 arkeoloji biliminin tablolar1 gibidir. Ge¢misin tiim gizemi ve zaman zaman bugiine 151k tutan verilerini
adeta sarraf titizligi ile igleyen bilim insanlar1 bu cografyanin binlerce yilla ifade edilen gegmisini giin yliziine ¢ikararak
kendi sorumluluklarimi yerine getirmektedirler. Arkeoloji ¢alismalar1 kapsaminda her yil yeni ve heyecan verici kesiflere
sahne olan bu topraklar son yillarda tim diinyada ilgi ile takip edilen Gobeklitepe ve yakin zamandaki Karahantepe
buluntulariyla insanlik tarihi agisindan belki de diinyanin en ilgi ¢eken bdlgesi haline gelmistir. 2021 yil1 itibariyle devam
eden 199 arkeolojik kazi ¢alismast Anadolu’nun hemen hemen tiim tarihsel dénemlerini kapsayan c¢aligsmalarla bilim
diinyasina kiymetli veriler sunmaktadir.

199 kazidan 32’si Anadolu’nun Tiirk Dénemine odaklanan ¢aligmalardir. Oncelikle Tiirkiye Bilimler Akademisi (TUBA)
olarak; bu kitapta yer alan ve kendi perspektifinden Tiirk kiiltiir ve sanatina dair son 1000 yillik birikimi ortaya koyan
birbirinden kiymetli 30 arkeolojik kazi ve arastirmayi tarihsel perspektifi ile sizlere ulastirmanin gururunu yasadigimizi
ifade etmek isterim.

Bugiin itibariyle 26 ilimizde gerceklestirilen Tiirk-Islam Dénemi kazi ve arastirmalari, sadece bu déneme ait kiymetli
verilerin elde edildigi birer merkez degil ayni zamanda 6grenciler igin de arkeoloji 6gretiminin mutfagi mahiyetindedir. Bu
acidan degerlendirildiginde, gerceklestirilen kazi calismalarinin bilime katkisi ile birlikte bolgesel bilinglenme ve kiiltiir
varliklarina kars1 ilgi kapsaminda da 6nemli bir misyona sahip olduguna inaniyorum.

Birbirinden kiymetli caligmalarin yer aldigi bu kitabin bir kismi olan, Rektorliik gérevim nedeniyle baslangic agsamasinda
destek oldugum, Gevale Kalesi Kazisi Anadolu Selguklu Dénemi Konya tarihi i¢in 6énemli bilgiler ortaya koymaktadir.
Selguklu Déneminde Konya sehrinin korunmasinda gozetleme islevi ile tedbir amagli kullanilmig bu kalenin ortaya
¢ikarilmasinda, donemin Selguklu Belediye Baskani olan halen de Konya Biiyliksehir Belediye Bagkanligi gorevini yiiriiten
Saym Ugur Ibrahim Altay ile birlikte gosterdigimiz dzenli ilgi ve destegimizden dolay1 sahsen duydugum memnuniyeti ve
gururu belirtmek isterim.

Tiirkiye Bilimler Akademisi (TUBA) diger faaliyetlerinin yani sira yayincilik konusuna da dnem vererek, kitap ¢alismalari
ve siireli yaymlar ile akademiye katkida bulunmayi asli gorevlerinden biri olarak gérmektedir. Anadolu’nun tim
medeniyetlerinin bilgi birikimlerini arkeoloji perspektifinden degerlendiren siireli yayinimiz TUBA-AR ve insana dair
somut ve somut olmayan kiiltiir varliklarini tiim yonleriyle ele alan ve degerlendiren Kiiltiir Envanteri Dergisi TUBA-
KED yilda iki say1 ile okuyucularina ulasan ve uluslararas: indekslerde de taranan TUBA’ni iki 6nemli dergisidir. Bu iki
tematik dergi, TUBA’nin tarihi, kiiltiirel ve sanatsal mirasa sahip ¢tkma noktasinda iradesinin bir gostergesidir.

2023 yilinda yani Cumhuriyetimizin 100. yilinda bu eseri yayimlamak bizler i¢in ayr1 bir 6neme sahiptir. Clinkii bu,
sadece bir tarih degil, ayn1 zamanda bu topraklarin {izerinde bir asirlik bir miladin temsilidir. Dolayisiyla, bu 6zel yil
igerisinde gergeklestirdigimiz ve yayimladigimiz her ¢alisma, bu anlamli yilin ruhuna ve degerine uygun olmalidir.

Anadolu Tiirk Donemine iligkin arkeoloji ¢aligmalari, 1937-1938 yillarinda gergeklestirilen ilk sistemli ¢alisma olmasi nedeniyle,
Sivas I. Izzettin Keykavus Dariissifasi ile baslatilir. Bugiine kadar Tiirk Dénemi’ne iliskin tamamlanmis ya da yarim kalmis gok
sayida ve farkli icerikte kazi ¢aligmast mevcuttur. Kapsam ve ¢esitli teknik kisitlar nedeniyle “Cumhuriyetin Birinci Yiizyilinda
Anadolu’da Tiirk Dénemi Arkeoloji Calismalarr” baglikli bu ¢alismanin konusu 2021 yili itibariyle bakanlar kurulu kararli ve miize
miidiirliiklerince gerceklestirilen kazilarla sinirlandirlmstir. ikisi disinda, Tiirk Dénemi ile dogrudan ya da dolayl etkilesime
sahip olan toplam 30 kazi ve arastirma bu ¢alismada eksiksiz yer almistir.

Caligmada; Arkeoloji ve Tiirk Donemi Arkeolojisi ile ilgili kisa bir degerlendirmenin ardindan, kitabin igerigini olusturan s6z
konusu kaz1 ve arastirmalar “Anadolu’da Tiirk Dénemi Kazi ve Aragtirmalarr” ana baghiginda iki gruba ayrilmistir. “Yap: Kompleksi
/ Spesifik Alan Odakli Calismalar” bashiginda; Anadolu Selguklu Devleti, Artuklu Beyligi ve Osmanli Devleti donemine ait dort
saray kazisi, bir imalat yapis1 ve bir mezarlik arastirmasi kazi baslangig tarihlerine gore siralanmigtir. Ortak 6zellikleri surlarla
cevrili yerlesim alani olan toplam 24 kazi ¢alismasi ise “Yerlesim Alani (Kale / Sehir) Caligmalary” baghiginda toplanmistir.
Osmanli Donemi’nde kalelerin savunma fonksiyonunu kaybetmesiyle birlikte surlar eski dnemini yitirmis, irili ufakli kale
yerlesimleri ya terkedilmis ya dis kale surlarindan itibaren kale digina tasarak ya da yasamaya elverisli yakin ¢evrede daha biiyiik
yerlesim alanlarina doniismiistiir. Bu kapsamda degerlendirildiginde tiim kaleler ayn1 zamanda yerlesim alanlaridir. Surlar bir
giivenlik duvarn olarak ister sarp ylikseltilerde isterse diiz alanlarda konumlanmig olsun her daim yerlesimlerin vazgecilmez bir
pargasi olmustur. Kalelerle birlikte sehirlerde ve hatta saraylarda da sur vazgecilmez bir unsurdur. Bu nedenle sur ayirt edici bir
6zellik olarak degerlendirilmemis kale ve eski sehir kazilar1 yerlesim alanlari olmalari nedeniyle bir grupta toplanmis ve yine kazi
baslangic tarihlerine gore siralanmisgtir.

Caligmamiza konu olan 30 kaz1 ve aragtirma faaliyeti, gerceklestirildigi il ve il igindeki yaklasik konumlar ile harita lizerine
islenmigtir (Harita 1). Adeta Anadolu’nun yaklasik 1000 yillik Tiirk tarihi ge¢misini veri ve buluntularla belgeleyen bu ¢aligmalar,
Anadolu Selguklu Devleti déoneminden itibaren 20. ylizyilin ikinci yarisina kadar hemen her doneme iliskin veri sunmakta, bu
topraklardaki yasamin, bilimin, sanatin izini stirmektedir.

Genellikle 6gretim faaliyetlerine ara verilen yaz donemlerinde ve hatta son yillarda bir boliimii 12 aylik statiide gerceklestirilen
kazi g¢aligmalarinin insani boyuttaki zorluklar1 yasanan tatmin ve heyecan sayesinde kolaylikla bertaraf edilmektedir. Ancak
Arkeoloji adina en elzem faaliyet olan kazi ¢aligmalarinin; oncelikli olarak maddi agidan desteginin arttirilmasi ve biitgenin
kullanimu ile ilgili zaruri olan uygulamalardan ayiklanmasi yasanan bazi aksaklik ve sikintilar nedeniyle 6ncelikli hale gelmistir.
Birgok akademisyenin bu ve benzeri hususlar nedeniyle kazi ¢caligmalarina yonelmedigi ya da devam etmek istemedigi de bilinen
bir gercgektir.

Uluslararas1 camiada dikkat ¢eken ve ilgiyle takip edilenlerden biri olan Anadolu ve Tiirk Donemi Arkeolojisinin daha kat
edecek cok yolu ve kesfedecek bircok konusu bulunmaktadir. Bu emek yogun yolculugun basarili olmasi i¢in; eserin ortaya
c¢ikarilmasindan koruma uygulamalarina, kanun ve yonetmeliklerden restorasyon calismalarina ve sergilemeye kadar bir ¢cok
parametre bulunmaktadir.

FOREWORD

Archaeological studies on the Anatolian Turkish Period were initiated with the Sivas Izzettin I. Keykavus Dartissifa, the first systematic
excavation in 1937-1938. To date, there are many excavations of the Turkish Period that have been completed or left unfinished
and in a variety of different contexts. Due to scope and various technical constraints, the subject of this study titled “Archaeological
Studies of the Turkish Period in Anatolia During the First Century of the Republic” is limited to the ongoing excavations carried
out by the Council of Ministers and museum directorates as of 2021. Except for two, 30 excavations and research that directly or
indirectly interact with the Turkish Period are included in this study.

The content of the book titled “Turkish Period Excavations and Research in Anatolia” is divided into two groups after a brief review
of Archaeology and Turkish Period Archaeology. The excavations and research are divided into two groups under the main title.
The first group is “Building Complex / Specific Area Focused Studies” which includes four palace excavations, one manufacturing
structure, and one cemetery research belonging to the Anatolian Seljuk Empire, Artuqid Principality, and Ottoman Empire. These
studies are listed according to the excavation start dates. A total of 24 excavations with a common characteristic of a walled settlement
are grouped under the heading “Settlement Area (Castle / City) Studies”. With the loss of the defense function of the castles in the
Ottoman Period, the walls lost their former importance. The large and small castle settlements were either abandoned or transformed
into larger settlements either by overflowing outside the castle from the outer castle walls or by turning into larger settlements in the
immediate surroundings that were more suitable for living. In this context, all castles are also residential areas. As a security wall,
fortifications have always been an indispensable part of settlements located on steep elevations or flat areas. Along with castles,
fortifications are an essential element in cities and palaces. For this reason, the fortification was not considered a distinguishing
feature. The excavations of castles and old cities were grouped because they were settlement areas and again sorted according to the
excavation start dates.

The 30 excavation and research activities that are the subject of our study are depicted on the map with the province where they were
carried out and their approximate locations within the province (Map 1). These studies, which document Anatolia’s nearly 1000-year
Turkish historical past with data and finds, provide data on almost every period from the Anatolian Seljuk State period to the second
half of the 20th century and trace the life, science, and art in these lands.

The human difficulties of excavations, usually carried out during the summer periods when teaching activities are interrupted, and even
some have been carried out for 12 months in recent years, are easily overcome thanks to the satisfaction and excitement experienced.
However, it has become a priority to increase the financial support of excavations, which is an essential activity for archaeology, and
to eliminate some of the necessary practices related to using the budget due to some problems and problems experienced. It is a known
fact that many academicians do not tend to excavations or do not want to continue due to these and similar issues.

Anatolian and Turkish Period Archaeology, one of the most prominent and followed with interest in the international community,
still has a long way to go and many subjects to explore. For this labor-intensive journey to be successful, there are many parameters,
from the discovery of the artifact to conservation practices, from laws and regulations to restoration works and exhibitions. First, it is
essential that Archaeology, which is undoubtedly the academy’s responsibility, is presented to the information and economic benefit
of the whole society with holistic approaches.

In commemoration of the first 100 years of our Republic, this book, which includes archacological studies on the Turkish Period in
Anatolia, has emerged with the support of the president of the Turkish Academy of Sciences (TUBA), Prof. Dr. Muzaffer SEKER,
who has embraced our project, and is the first work carried out within this scope. I would like to express my gratitude to Prof. Dr.
Muzaffer SEKER, who, together with the excavation team members consisting of academicians, experts, students, and workers
from different disciplines, carried out the excavation works under challenging conditions and with great devotion, shared all their
knowledge with great sincerity and ensured the emergence of this work, which is a summary of Anatolia’s 100 years of Archaeology
accumulation. I would like to thank each of them individually. I would also like to thank my young friends Cansu Toprak and Ibrahim
Topsakal for their support and devoted work in following the communication and technical issues process.
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
